· Classical 24 – 285 stations and 2 million listeners

· From the Top – 248 stations and 660,000 weekly listeners

· Saint Paul Sunday – 220 stations and 420,000 weekly listeners

· Pipedreams – 179 stations and 267,000 weekly listeners

16 Symphonies offer concert broadcasts to public radio system.

· MPR’s/PRI’s orchestra broadcasts are among the most carried symphonic programs.  

· Orchestral series are used primarily in weeknight hours

· 7 PM to 10 PM – non-radio primetime

· Total number of public radio stations airing symphony broadcasts has diminished by approximately 100 stations in the last decade

· Orchestra broadcast station clearance is presently stable at approximately 150 stations
